Tutoring and Support:  Your first resource for help in this course is the instructor.  Should that prove problematic for you, assistance may be sought in the Math Learning Center, MC 471.  Be advised:  Not all Learning Assistants will be able to assist you.  Please be patient, and be willing to use the center at a time when a MTH 118 friendly Learning Assistant is available.  The Math Learning Center is a first-come, first-serve drop-in tutoring area.  Please make sure you have all of your course materials with you.  Should you seek the Learning Center as a means of replacing class, you will be asked to leave.
Homework and Quizzes:  Homework for this course takes the form of suggested exercises.  These exercises are not collected; however, it is to your benefit to do them, as they will adequately prepare you for each of the exams.  If you choose not to do the suggested exercises you risk a poor performance in the class.  In lieu of homework and quiz grading, occasional class dates will be devoted to “drill.”
Drill:  Certain class dates will be set aside as in-class practice on material covered.  Drill is mandatory and may not be made up in the event of an absence.  Drill will take the form of an in-class assignment that will be collected.  You are free to ask questions of your classmates and instructor and you will likely be working in groups.  However, what you hand in must be your own work and will be due at the end of class.  Each drill assignment will be worth 35 points.  You may not take them with you and you may not hand them in late.  Lowest score will be dropped.
Exams: There will be three major exams in this course, each on two chapters each.  The first two will be given in class on dates determined by the class schedule below.  Make-ups will only be granted to students with verifiable emergencies, or those that make arrangements in advance.  The final exam will be comprehensive and delivered on the last day of class.  There are no make-ups granted for the final exam.
Missed Material/Absences:  If you miss a lecture class it is your responsibility to find out what material you missed and what suggested exercises were assigned.  If you miss an exam, you must present proof of absence and you must let the instructor know prior to the exam.  The comprehensive exam must be taken as directed and may not be made up.
Extra-Credit:  Extra credit is not traditionally offered and is at the discretion of the instructor.  When offered, it is usually offered as bonus questions on an exam.
